This will be an open ancillary competition. The challenge is not limited to just the GBA competition pitmasters.
The challenge is open to local teams as well as GBA team members besides the pitmaster. For example a 3
person team GBA team could have each team member can enter separately. Non-pitmaster team members must
fill out the separate Ribeye Challenge Only application.

Two 16 oz (aprox 1” thick) ribeye steaks will be provided to each entrant. The 2 steaks will be wrapped in butcher
paper & sealed by the butcher.

Steaks may be cooked on any type grill/'smoker including charcoal, wood, pellet, gas or electric. You will select
one of your 2 steaks for turn in. Turn in container will be provided. There shall be nothing in the container except
the steak. No garnish, gravy, topping, etc of any kind is allowed.

The steaks will be judged using the standard GBA comparative judging procedures.
